ELGIBILITY:
Open to all individuals meeting the NRA and the CMP Rule book requirements. 
CLASSIFICATION:
NRA classification system will be used.

ENTRIES:

No late fee will be charged, but entries will be honored in the order received to a range limit of 28 competitors.
ENTRY FEE:
The NRA 900 match (matches 1 through 15) is $20.00 including NRA registration fee.  The CMP EIC match fee is an additional $20.00.

SCORING:
Competitors will score and may use “overlay” type-scoring aids.  Plug type gauges will be used only by range officers.

CHALLENGES:
The challenge fee is $2.00.

FIRING TIME:
The start time is 8:00 am. Please assemble in the parking lot between 7:30 am and 7:45 am.  This facility is a secure facility, and you will be escorted to the range parking area.  If you miss the assembly, please call 801-499-9763.

The .22, CF, and .45 NRA matches will be fired at the same time. You will be shooting only one caliber pistol during the entire 900 match course. The NRA match will only be one relay

The CMP EIC matches will start immediately following the NRA 900 match.

 
The 22 EIC and the EIC matches will be fired at the same time. If more than one relay is need to accommodate all EIC participants, additional relays will be added.
RULES:
The latest NRA Pistol Rules will govern.  The EIC matches will be governed by the CMP 2015 Competition Rules.
